BHL Board Meeting Minutes

April 14, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse. Also attending were AIO representative Denise Hindes. 
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.

· President Don Bisges led the board members and AIO representative Denise Hindes on a tour of the pool pavilion and parking lot. The board looked at the newly installed grill, the bathrooms, and the fence. Atlanta Gas Grills needs to sand down the bricks around the grill cover, and install a lock for the door to the gas. The board discussed what repairs needed to be done around the patio area, men and women’s bathrooms, the pump room and tennis pavilion. Chris Carter from Carter Electric will install two new light poles in the pool parking lot. He will also install wire for future security cameras.

· The board discussed the upcoming Casino Night party on Saturday, May 10th. President Don Bisges showed the board the personal invitation that will be sent to each homeowner. The board is hoping for a large turnout, and a very successful party.


· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly showed two flyers that she will copy and distribute to each homeowner. One discusses the upcoming garage sale, and the other discusses changes to the upcoming BHL directory. She is hoping to gather the bulk of homeowner e-mail addresses before the Casino party.

Old Business  

· President Don Bisges told the board that Yahoo will host our new neighborhood website for $12.00 a month. He will put charge on a credit card and than submit it for reimbursement. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse told the board that Mike Ozeryankky, a high school student who lives in the neighborhood, will develop the new website.


· Member-At-Large Sue Raguse said that Happy Planet is not doing their job, as specified in landscape contract. They are not picking up debris around the large lake or pool parking lot, among other places. They are not trimming shrubs around the clubhouse either. AIO representative Denise Hindes said that she would discuss the problems with Happy Planet.


· AIO representative Denise Hindes and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse will check out possible homeowner violations on the trail to the small lake. One homeowner may have garden lights visible from the street, and another may have a pile of debris on their property by the stream. Homeowners are in violation if they do not keep their lot clean.

· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly and Vice President Nancy Ciervo will takeover Andie Louck’s job of renting out the clubhouse. All in One Management has offered to file the clubhouse forms. Nancy and Nancy will collect the deposits and forms, and schedule the clubhouse rentals. They will also do an inspection, with the renters, after the event. Renters need to return their keys in order to get their deposits back. Secretary Nancy O’Reilly will forward a clubhouse contract to be posted on the BHL website. It was suggested to add a clubhouse calendar too. Renters could click and check to see if  a date is available. Nancy and Nancy will be able to modify the calendar. They would need to submit payment to either Nancy or Nancy within seven days.

· AIO representative Denise Hindes said that the pool phone and water fountain will be fixed before the May 10th opening. The water line break will also be fixed. In the mean time, Cobb County has turned off the main water line.

· President Don Bisges told the board that his cleaning crew will clean the clubhouse for $50. He has suggested that they clean the clubhouse once a month in the winter and twice a month in the summer. They are licensed for commercial properties. 


· The board has decided not to have a Poor Chair. AIO has offered to handle pool complaints. They will post a sign at the pool with their phone number. The board has decided not to distribute pool tags this year either. 

· 2008 maintenance contract for both ponds was discussed. President Don Bisges told the board that Aquascape Environmental will maintain the small lake and will not be responsible for brush or easement cleanup etc. Those homeowners sharing the private pond would need to sign a agreement allowing for this maintenance.


· New Business
· 2008 Budget

· President Don Bisges reviewed appropriations. Mauldin and Cook Fence Co. submitted a bid of $980 to secure existing fence around the pool. $500 of this is for the gate. This was approved by the board. The board has asked for a quote for a new 8 foot section to replace a section nearest to the clubhouse wall and gate. 


· Dennis Pruitt from Play Structures submitted a bid of $3825 to install new volleyball poles and a professional net, new basketball posts and break away rim, two new “recycle wood” benches, and two new “recycle wood” trash bins. The benches and trash bins will have a 10 year warranty. This was approved by the board. The board is looking for a quote for playground mulch vs. rubber mulch.
· AIO Representative Denise Hindes reviewed RDZ Painting Contractor’s bid to repair and paint the pool patio area, men and women’s bathrooms, the bridge at the big lake, the tennis pavilion, and the pump room. The cost is $3925. The board decided to approve of all work, but hold off on repairs to the pump room and big lake bridge. Total cost will be $2195.

· ACC Issues/Approvals

· The board discussed the Resident violation/modification request (5194 Catalpa Knoll). The Resident have submitted a landscape plan to hide their pavilion. The board is waiting for them to execute landscape plan.


· The board agreed to meet on Monday, May 5 at 7:00.
