BHL Board Meeting Minutes

February 11, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Julie Siddons, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse. Also attending were AIO representative Ruann Bunker. Special guests were Adam Heiser from Loud Security Systems, Mike Fennell from Landscape Lighting Systems, and Chris Carter from Carter Electrical Services.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.

· The board is perusing options for combating neighborhood vandalism. Adam Heiser gave a presentation on Loud Security Systems. As well as discussing security cameras, Adam told the board about a possible card access system for the pool. His company uses the Honeywell First Alert system. The cards could be monitored by All-In-One Management. The system can either give or deny access to the pool, and it can tell when people leave the pool. This leads to accountability. President Don Bisges talked about installing security cameras around the pool, tennis, playground and inside the clubhouse. Adam Heiser will e-mail the board a proposal.

· The board is recommending new lighting around the clubhouse, the front entrance, and the pool parking lot. Mike Fennel from Landscape Lighting Systems gave a presentation on his low voltage systems and his street lights. President Don Bisges recommends two tall poles with street lights be installed in the parking lot by the tennis courts. Better lighting should help deter vandalism and unwanted activity in the parking lot. With the help of Chris Carter, an electrician, Mike can install the street lights, as well as new low voltage lights in front of the clubhouse. Mike and Chris will design a new system and give the board a proposal before the March board meeting. Incidentally, both Mike Fennel and Chris Carter live in the neighborhood.

· After our guests left, the board discussed security cameras and lighting options. All-In-One Management received a bid from Kensey Electric about installing two poles with street lights. It would cost about $7000. AIO representative Ruann Bunker said that it would cost about $10,000 to activate pool cards. President Don Bisges suggested that we install better lighting before we look into security cameras or a card access system. The board may recommend buying and installing do-it-yourself security cameras to help lower costs.

· Old Business

· All-In-One Management made 15 non-copy keys for the Clubhouse. Each board member received one, and 5 copies went to Clubhouse Chair Andie Loucks. This cost $75.

· The board reviewed the BHL Clubhouse Liability Waiver. It was suggested that the Clubhouse rental agreement and waiver be combined on one form. AIO representative Ruann Bunker said that the board should look at the rental agreement and clubhouse calendar from Camden Pointe. It could be viewed on their website. 

· Clubhouse Chair Andie Loucks needs to give all Clubhouse checks to Treasurer Julie Siddons. Julie has not received any so far. Also the cleaning lady needs to give her bill to Julie. Treasurer Jill Siddons will follow up on this.

· Denise Hindes from All-In-One Management will set up a pool slide inspection for April/May before warranty expires.

· The board recommends advertising for a Pool Chair in the February newsletter. The Pool Chair will deal with all pool issues and be the liaison for Splash Management. 

· BHL Website

· Include request for any neighbor interested in developing website in February newsletter.

· Follow up with Pam Polk, AIO website designer if need be.

· Outside Fees/Budgets

· Swim Team Coordinator Carey Resnick needs to collect a $25 fee from each outsider.

· Tennis Team Coordinator Bob Koon needs to collect a $25 fee per season from each outsider.

· Treasurer Julie Siddons to contact Bob and Carey to request a roster of all outside Swim Team and Tennis Team members. Teams can not play until Julie receives both rosters and checks.


· Member-At-Large Sue Raguse met with Happy Planet to discuss cleaning up the Big Lake retention pond. Happy Planet doesn’t do this type of work. The board may contact another landscape crew and see if they will dig out retention area.
 
· New Business

· ACC Issues/Approvals

· The board discussed the Resident violation/modification request (5194 Catalpa Knoll). The board is still waiting for the Resident to send the Cobb County zoning board written approval. Vice President Nancy Ciervo asked their neighbors for input on the gazebo. One neighbor was not happy with the new curtains installed in gazebo. Until the Board receives the requested communication from Cobb County zoning and a landscaping plan to block the view of the gazebo, the gazebo modification request remains declined. AIO Management will send the Resident a letter requesting these items. The board will vote on the gazebo at the March board meeting, if they receive proper documentation. The Resident will start receiving fines after meeting, if they don’t comply.
· Vice President Nancy Ciervo received a quote from Suzanne Haynie about a new “private property” sign at tennis courts. It would be about $375 - $475 for a 20” x 20” sign with two posts installed. The board may wait and incorporate it with a “monitored by cameras” sign.

· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly has agreed to take over the BHL directory. She will attempt to collect homeowners’ e-mails for publication and correspondence at the same time pool tags are issued.
 
· President Don Bisges talked about having a Casino Night in the spring. The board decided that it should be a big event to help rejuvenate interest in the community. Tentatively it will be scheduled for Saturday, May 10. Many people, including the Social Committee, will be involved in planning it.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, March 10 at 7:00.
