BHL Board Meeting Minutes

June 10, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse. Also attending was AIO representative Denise Hindes. 
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· President Don Bisges suggested that the new pavilion grill be kept open every Saturday and Sunday this summer until the pool closed. This will be announced in the upcoming BHL newsletter.


· Vice President Nancy Ciervo brought up the problem of people wasting water in the bathroom showers. There is frequently water flooding the floors. The board recommends that the hot water be turned off to discourage water waste.


· The board discussed new improvements to the clubhouse. It was suggested that all the door handles be replaced with new dark burnished bronze handles and knobs. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse will look through a hardware catalog. Loose door strips on the outside doors will be fixed or replaced. AIO representative Denise Hindes will find a floor contractor to fix a broken wood strip on the top level. 


· The board will explore remodeling the clubhouse. It was suggested that a storage room could be opened and converted to a sitting room with a built –in bar. President Don Bisges recommended that a large flat screen HD-TV be installed in a new custom built locking cabinet. Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Member-At-Large Sue Raguse, and Secretary Nancy O’Reilly will start looking for remodeling ideas. AIO representative Denise Hindes suggested that the board visit the Oakleigh and Brown’s Farm clubhouses for ideas. She also recommended that Christine Fonteberry from Fonteberry Construction do the renovations. Vice President Nancy Ciervo suggested that a new granite countertop and sink be installed in the clubhouse bathroom. The board suggests upping the clubhouse rental fee to $100 to help cover costs.


· Member-At-Large Sue Raguse will try and buy a new ping pong table for the pool pavilion. It will cost $300.


· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly submitted two clubhouse rental checks to Denise Hindes from AIO. She has completed and distributed the new BHL directories.

· Old Business

· The board discussed the current budget status and expenditures. The community has $35, 812 in reserves. The board discussed dredging the retention pond feeding the large community lake. Christine Fonteberry from Fonteberry Construction can do it for $30,000. If the community can get rid of the dredged silt, we can reduce the cost of the project. President Don Bisges suggests that the silt be piled and dried for a week to be made into premium top soil. A truck could deliver it to homeowners.


· Rebecca Smith from Splash Management is urging the board to order a new pool cover. The board hopes it can get one more year out of the existing cover. It will cost about $7000 to replace. Denise Hindes from AIO Management will speak with Rebecca Smith about this.


· AIO representative Denise Hindes said that the stain on the pool slide will be fixed on Thursday. She will also install the new signs for pool. They will list AIO’s phone number for pool concerns. The water main line leak has been fixed by a plumber.


· Vice President Nancy Ciervo wondered if homeowners could use tubes down the slide. The board may consider it if special tubes are purchased that won’t scratch the new slide. Homeowners can not use their own tubes. 

· New Business


· President Don Bisges said that the beam on the playground swing needs to be repaired and new playground safe mulch needs to be put down. The new mulch will run about $1700, and it needs to be refreshed every three years. Before the mulch is put down we want to make sure there are no drainage problems at the playground.


· The pool pump house has a water leak problem, and there isn’t any drainage in the floor. A new floor with a drain pipe needs to be installed. The door/lock needs to be repaired too.

· President Don Bisges suggests that a new water spigot be installed near the volleyball court, so players could wash off the sand before they enter the pool. AIO will install a sign instructing players to rinse before they get in the pool.


· ACC Issues/Approvals


· Denise Hindes from AIO stated that the Resident at 5194 Catalpa Knoll have completed their landscape plans.


· AIO Management is still waiting for the Resident at 5356 Thornapple Lane to complete their landscape plans.


· The board has decided that the Resident at 5301 Thornapple Lane can use vinyl rails for their deck but can not use vinyl for their fencing.


· President Don Bisges would like AIO to find out if the board can install homeowner fines for not submitting ACC forms.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, July 14 at 7:00.
