BHL Board Meeting Minutes

March10, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Treasurer Julie Siddons, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse. Also attending were AIO representative Denise Hindes. Special guests were Dennis Pruitt from Play Structures, Mickey Wheeler, our new Pool Chairman, and Carey Resnick and Mary Kalafut from the BHL Swim Team.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.

· Dennis Pruitt from Play Structures showed the board his recommendation for the new pool area grill. It is stainless steel with a hinged locking cover and locking gas tank. To use the grill, homeowners will need to put down a deposit and clean it after each use. The new grill will run about $3000, and it is from Lowes. The board will vote on it next board meeting. Grill will be kept locked and will require a cleaning deposit to be used.

· Carey Resnick and Mary Kalafut discussed how they collect money for Swim Team. About 120 children sign up each year. About 35% come from outside BHL. Currently neighbors pay $100 for their first child and $80 for each additional child in family. Outsiders pay $110 for their first child and $90 for each additional child. From year to year, any overage money is donated to the pool committee. Starting this year, Carey will collect $20 from each swimmer outside of BHL (10.00 for additional children in the same family). This money will go to the pool committee to help maintain the pool.

· The board met our new Pool Chairman, Mickey Wheeler. Mickey will work with Rebecca Smith from Splash Management and All-In-One Management to make sure the pool and surrounding area is maintained. She will also work with Carey Resnick from Swim Team. Mickey was told what her duties will entail. Carey and Mary suggested that the pool gate code be changed every year. New pool tags for each homeowner will be distributed during Casino Night on May 10. Opening day of the pool season will be May 10 too. Mickey needs to get pool book from Mike Flouer.


· Carey Resnick and Mary Kalafut expressed dissatisfaction with Splash Management. They felt that pool repairs were not being made in a timely manner. AIO member Denise Hindes reassured everyone that Rebecca Smith responds to requests ASAP. All-In-One will work very closely with Mickey Wheeler and Rebecca Smith to make sure repairs are made quickly. AIO will look into getting a quote for “gel coating” the slide. They will also make sure that the pool phone is in working order. President Don Bisges suggested that a new 6 foot section of gate be installed by the wall to discourage crashers.





· Old Business  

· President Don Bisges told the board that Yahoo could host our new neighborhood website for $12.00 a month. We would need to pay 3 months in advance. All-in-One Management, in a later updated e-mail, suggests that someone put the Yahoo charge on a credit card and than submit it for reimbursement. Member At Large Sue Raguse told the board that a high school student and neighborhood resident was interested in developing the new website.

· The board reviewed the BHL Clubhouse Liability Waiver again. It was suggested that the Clubhouse rental agreement and waiver be combined on one form. President Don Bisges showed the board a new rental agreement form. 


· Treasurer Julie Siddons told the board that we need to get a new cleaning crew for the clubhouse. They need to be licensed for commercial properties. President Don Bisges suggested a Brazilian crew his company uses. He will ask if they are available to clean the clubhouse twice a month for $90.


· AIO representative Denise Hindes told the board that the retention area by the big lake will have to be dredged within a few years. She said that Christina Forteberry from Forteberry Construction said that this will cost about $20,000. The board will try and put monies in reserve to save for this large expenditure.


· 2008 maintenance contract for both ponds was discussed. President Don Bisges suggested that AIO talk to BHL lawyer and get maintenance contract for the easement of the private pond. Those homeowners sharing the private pond would need to sign a contract allowing for this maintenance.


· Awaiting quote from Mike Fennel for two street lights (poles) for the parking area. AIO representative Denise Hindes suggested that we get multiple light heads to be mounted on the two poles to cut down on costs. It will cost about $4000 for two poles.


· President Don Bisges reminded AIO that Cobb County need to fix a water leak by the pool. He suggested that we put up volleyball net again in the volleyball court.

· Member At Large Sue Raguse told the board that Great Harvest Bakery was donating a loaf of bread and some cookies for each new homeowner through our Welcoming Committee.


· Tennis Team Coordinator Bob Koon suggests that we get a new wind screen with the BHL logo for the tennis court.

· Outside Fees/Budgets

· Swim Team Coordinator Carey Resnick will collect a $20 fee from each outsider family.

· Tennis Team Coordinator Bob Koon will collect a $25 fee per season from each outsider. 
· Treasurer Julie Siddons has contacted Bob and Carey and has received a roster of all outside Tennis Team members. She will receive a Swim Team roster after registration on April 25.

· Member-At-Large Sue Raguse suggested that Happy Planet prune around the clubhouse. She suggested that the neighborhood have a clean up day to get rid of old branches around the walking trails.
 
· New Business
· 2008 Budget

· Board agreed that they need to put monies in reserve to pay for upcoming large expenditures, dredging retention area and new clubhouse roof.
· Board has approved spending $3500 for Casino Night party. They expect to receive $500 back from gambling to cover some of the expenses.

· ACC Issues/Approvals

· The board discussed the Resident violation/modification request (5194 Catalpa Knoll). The Resident have submitted a landscape plan to hide their pavilion. They are waiting for their zoning meeting. The board will make a final decision after the zoning meeting.


· The board approved the Resident request to store their boat at their house on 1404 Catalpa Lane until June 20, 2008.

· Member At Large Sue Raguse asked about the possibility of the Resident building a sport court at their home on 5392 Thornapple Lane by the main lake. This request had been denied by a previous board and continues to be denied.


· The board agreed to meet on Monday, April 14 at 7:00.
