BHL Board Meeting Minutes

May 5, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse. Also attending were AIO representative Ruann Bunker. 
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.

· President Don Bisges led the board members and AIO representative Ruann Bunker on a tour of the pool pavilion and parking lot. Chris Carter from Carter Electric installed two new light poles in the parking lot. RDZ Painting Contractors is repairing and painting the tennis pavilion, patio area, and men’s and women’s bathrooms. They will pressure wash the clubhouse porch too. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse will pick colors for the bathrooms, restore the bathroom cabinets, and buy new handles for the men’s bathroom. All work will be completed before Saturday, May 10. 


· President Don Bisges discovered that the locks in the pool bathroom knobs have been changed. The newly issued clubhouse keys no longer fit the locks. He has asked AIO to look into this problem.


· The board discussed trash pickup. A local resident will pick up trash from the trash cans by the large lake, tennis pavilion and playground once a week for 20 weeks. This will be through September. He will be paid $15 a week. 


· The board discussed the upcoming Casino Night party on Saturday, May 10th. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse showed the board where the check-in and information tables will be set up. President Don Bisges talked about where other tables, food and drink will be set up. The board discussed other party details. They are hoping for a large turnout, and a very successful party.


· The board walked around the clubhouse and noted where Happy Planet has trimmed overgrown trees and shrubs and removed dead shrubs.

· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly submitted two clubhouse rental checks to Ruann from AIO. She also submitted a receipt for reimbursement for flyers she printed and distributed to each homeowner. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse submitted a receipt for work she did in the pool bathrooms.





· President Don Bisges discussed the condition of the pool slide. It was recently waxed by Lakeside Detailing. He noted that there was a limestone patch at the bottom of the slide, probably caused by runoff from a rock at the top of the slide. He has requested to AIO that the patch be acid washed and rewaxed.


· Rebecca Smith from Splash Management is readying the pool for the May 10th season opening. She has stated to AIO that the pool covers are in poor shape and need to be replaced. They are too stretched. She estimates that new ones will cost between $8,000 - $10,000. President Don Bisges has asked if we could get one more season out of the pool covers.

Old Business  

· AIO representative Ruann Bunker stated that a homeowner, that has a pile of debris on their property by the stream leading to the small lake, is in violation. They will be notified.

· The board has decided not to have a Pool Chair. AIO has offered to handle pool complaints. They will post a sign at the pool with their phone number. The board has decided not to distribute pool tags this year either.


· Vice President Nancy Ciervo showed the board the current 2008 pool rules submitted by Jeanne Thompson, editor of the BHL Newsletter. They discussed the pool calendar. It was noted that the pool should open at 11:00 am, not 12:00 pm during Swim Team practices. This hour will be SAOR (Swim at Your Own Risk). Janet Lynch has offered to open the pool at 10:00 am each morning for SAOR on June 25.


· Rather than issuing pool tags, the board suggests that swimmers sign-in at the gate during the first month of the season.

· The board debated if homeowners should be allowed to use tubes down the slide. They wonder if this is a problem because the slide is brand new and recently waxed. AIO will look into this issue. The board also debated if swimmers should be allowed to go head first backwards down the slide. It was decided that this was a liability problem. Swimmers are not allowed to go down backwards.


· Member-At-Large Sue Regase asked if the pool could be reserved for parties. The board debated the pros and cons of doing this. They decided that this debate should be hashed out via e-mail and taken up at a future board meeting. It may be too late to implement this for this summer. The board would like to focus on other new amenities like the volleyball and basketball courts.





· The 2008 maintenance contract for both ponds was discussed. President Don Bisges will submit a sample liability waiver for the BHL lawyer to review. He wants all homeowners around the private lake to sign it before Aquascape treats the pond with chemicals.
