BHL Board Meeting Minutes

October 6, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Julie Siddons, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Sue Raguse. Also attending were AIO representative Denise Hindes.
· Before the meeting, President Don Bisges, Member-At-Large Sue Raguse, and Secretary Nancy O’Reilly met with Richard Allen, from Dreamscapes Landscaping to discuss dredging the silt pond. Richard has an erosion control license, and laid out his plans to fix the problems. He will be submitting a bid within the week.

· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· Old Business


· Board members and AIO representative Denise Hindes walked around the clubhouse and looked at what needed to be repaired and painted. It was decided that the roof, pool pavilion wood siding and columns did not need to be painted. The palladium and left side window trim need to be rebuilt using PVC material and painted. Secretary Nancy O’Reilly submitted bids to RDZ Painting, Randy’s Custom Painting, and Steve’s Painting. Each company has a very good reputation for quality work at reasonable prices.


· The board decided to cancel the Chili Cook Off party before the annual Homeowner’s Meeting. The meeting was moved up to Monday, November 17 at 7:00 pm.

· The board needs to obtain board nominations as soon as possible. President Don Bisges suggested that Michael Ozeryansky set up the BHL website for submitting nominations. They will also advertise in the BHL newsletter. President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, and Secretary Nancy O'Reilly will be running again. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse is undecided.

· The board discussed the trash problem at the tennis pavilion. Sometimes they overflow and stink because homeowners dump their puppy poop bags in the trash. They need to be emptied more often. Treasurer Julie Siddons will talk to Bob Koon, BHL Tennis Team Coordinator. He needs to tell all team captains to empty the trash, and put in a new garbage bag after every meet.

· The board would like for a neighborhood boy to continue picking up trash around the tennis pavilion, playground and lake once a month until the pool opens again.


· The board voted on a new pool management company, Aquamania. The bid was approved for $21,490. Resident Janet Lynch will work with Aquamania management to make sure the life guards do everything they need to do every day.

· Member-At-Large Sue Raguse met with Richard Allen from Dreamscapes to talk about the neighborhood landscaping contract for next spring. The current contract expires in November, and President Don Bisges suggested that a new one start in March. Member-At-Large Sue Raguse will come up with a to-do list for the landscape companies.


· The board discussed remodeling the clubhouse. President Don Bisges suggested that the renovation be done in phases, starting with opening the storage room and laying a new wood floor. He also recommends that renovation money be split between the 2008 and 2009 budgets. President Don Bisges met with Tim Pendel from GreatHouse Atlanta, a remodeling company, and he will soon receive a bid. The board will also get a bid from Christine Fonteberry.


· President Don Bisges suggested that the board raise the clubhouse rental fee to $75. This will help cover the cost of cleaning and maintaining the clubhouse. Secretary Nancy O’Reilly will buy a new vacuum cleaner.

· The new pool pavilion grill will be cleaned by Atlanta Grill Services on Oct. 7 at a cost of $175. It will then be locked until the next pool season.

· New Business


· Member-At-Large Sue Raguse told the board that BHL could earn some money by allowing advertisements in the BHL newsletter. President Don Bisges said that they would be tied to a schedule, and they would have to publish a newsletter every month. Currently a newsletter is printed when there is enough news to publish one.

· AIO Representative Denise Hindes reminded the board that the Covenants are a legal entity.

· There are currently liens on two residences.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, Nov. 17 at 7:00.
