BHL Board Meeting Minutes

April 13, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Brian Monson, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and AIO Representative Ruann Baker.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· Old Business


· The baby pool drains were fixed by Splash Management.


· A new main pool cover will cost roughly $8000. The board would like to coordinate fixing the main pool and getting a new cover. They are considering forgoing the cover after the swim season for the fall and winter months until the pool is drained. Rebecca Smith from Splash Management said that it would cost $700 a month to maintain the pool without the cover.


· Installing a shower outside the pool is on hold. The board would like to install new shower before the next swim season.

· The silt pond dredging in on hold until dry weather. It is currently scheduled to begin later this summer.


· AIO Representative Ruann Baker reviewed the 2009 budget. The clubhouse renovations are complete and stayed within the budget of $25,000.


·  New private property sign is ready to be installed in pool parking lot.


·  President Don Bisges and Treasurer Brain Monson will install security cameras around the clubhouse and pool pavilion area.

· Casino Night is scheduled for Sat., May 9th, the same day as the pool opening. The charge will be $20 a couple or $10 a person. Social Director Danny Kehoe will organize the party. The board decided to award fewer but more valuable prizes.


· A dumpster will be placed in pool parking lot for the April 25- 26 weekend. This is in conjunction with the BHL Garage Sale on Sat., April 25th.



· New Business


· President Don Bisges suggested installing Wi Fi at the pool. It would cost about $50 a month.

· President Don Bisges suggested limiting the number of guests an underage resident could have at the pool and courts. Currently each resident can have four guests. President Don Bisges suggested reducing it to two guests per child, and the board approved the change.


· The board would like to talk about a Neighborhood Watch group at the Casino Night party. They suggest that a group of dads cruise the pool parking lot in the beginning weeks of the pool opening. They could call themselves the “Revenge of the Parents”!


· AIO Representative Ruann Baker told the board that six properties are now on the late dues list. Four properties have already entered law suits.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, May 11 at 7:00.
