· President Don Bisges would like to look into changing the pool to salt water for next year.

· The silt pond dredging should commence before the end of August.


· The board requests bids for a new pool cover.

· President Don Bisges wondered if BHL should have an end of pool season party. The pool will close on Sunday, Sept. 13, and the party is slated for Sat., the 12th. He will speak to Social Director Danny Kehoe about this.
