BHL Annual Homeowners Meeting Minutes

December 9, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Scotti Madison. Also attending were AIO representatives Denise Hindes and Ruann Bunker, as well as approximately 20 homeowners.
· President Don Bisges welcomed the attending homeowners and introduced the 2009 Board members.
· AIO representatives counted and confirmed that a quorum was present at the meeting.

· President Don Bisges gave an overview of what the board had done in 2009, and what they planned to accomplish in 2010. He mentioned that the weather has been too wet to finish the retention pond landscaping or to fix the trails. These projects will be completed as soon as possible.

· President Don Bisges spoke about the West Cobb Neighborhood Association. It’s made up of local subdivisions that have similar interests and desires to improve and carry political clout in West Cobb. He updated Homeowners on the Cobb County DOT project to create turning lanes at the intersection of Mars Hill and Burnt Hickory Rd. This project should start in February 2010.

· President Don Bisges spoke about the letter left on everyone’s mailbox. It was from a anonymous Homeowner who wanted to dismantle the trails and accused the board of mismanagement. He said this letter contained many errors and was factually wrong. He explained that the trails were considered “easements” running through private property. Legally, the easements are common property that had to be maintained by the Homeowners’ Association.

· President Don Bisges corrected another fallacy, that the board has already spent a great portion of the reserve money in the budget. In fact, the board hasn’t touched it at all, and it stands at $35,000.


· President Don Bisges told the Homeowners that new signs would be installed at the trail heads running through private property. He reviewed the rules for using the trails. 

· The floor was opened for discussion and questions by attending Homeowners. Among topics discussed were money allocated for pool management, hiring a pool monitor, and remodeling the pool bathrooms. President Don Bisges said that he and Treasurer Brian Monson would install new tile on the island at minimal cost. Money would be set aside to paint and refurbish the bathroom cabinets. Several Homeowners had questions about the 2010 budget, and they were clarified.
· AIO Representative Denise Hindes said that the Clubhouse roof was leaking and had to be replaced in 2010. She is trying to file a claim with the insurance company, Philadelphia Insurance, and is waiting for a decision. It will cost about $12,000 to replace the roof.


· President Don Bisges said that the board was looking into hiring one or two trash companies to pick up trash one or two days for the week. Other subdivisions, such as Brown’s Farm have done this. Having less trash trucks rumbling through the neighborhood almost every day, will be a huge benefit. More details will follow.

· President Don Bisges asked if anyone was interested in running for the board. No one was interested. The ballot contained the existing board members.
· AIO representatives asked for a show of hands to nominate and vote for the existing board members for another term. The motion was approved and seconded.
· Board Members elected for 2010 include Don Bisges, Brian Monson, Nancy Ciervo, Nancy O’Reilly, and Scotti Madison.
