BHL Board Meeting Minutes

February 10, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly and AIO representative Ruann Bunker.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· The board met with resident Leslie Norden. She is the team captain of the BHL tennis B team. Leslie had just collected $25 per player for the winter season, and she was worried that players would drop out with the new $25 per season rule. President Don Bisges suggested that the fee be capped at $75 for the year. The board agreed. Tennis teams should submit a $75 per season per player, and roster at the beginning of the year to Tennis Coordinator Bob Koon. 


· Resident Leslie Norden also questioned practice times for her team. She feels that other teams are given preferential times on the court. The board suggested that she talk to Tennis Coordinator Bob Koon about this issue.

· The board requests that each tennis team captain turn off the lights after every game. It costs the neighborhood a substantial amount of money to light up the courts.


· Resident Leslie Norden submitted plans to build a ranch/split rail fence around her property. She said that her trees and shrubs would hide most of the fence to the right of her house. None of her neighbors objected to the fence. Secretary Nancy O’Reilly would look at the fence layout before it will be approved.
  
· Resident and electrician Mike Fennel spoke to the board about upgrading the neighborhood entrance and clubhouse lights. He said that he could install low voltage lights that would dramatically enhance the areas while using less energy. He said he could also install an hour timer for the tennis court lights. He will submit three different proposals for the front entrance, clubhouse and back of the clubhouse. He estimates that it will cost around $3,000 in total.


· AIO representative Ruann Bunker told the board that they need to install pool grates in both pools. That was a new safety rule signed into law. Splash Management estimates that it will cost around $5000. The board would like to receive another quote for this work.

· Resident Mary Kalafut will head up BHL swim team this year. She said that they will charge $25 per child and $15 for each additional child in the family.


· Old Business


· Steve’s Painting would come back in March to finish staining the clubhouse porch. The painting company needed consecutive warmer and dryer days to finish their work.

· Richard Allen from Dreamscape Landscaping, who will be dredging the silt pond, suggested that they wait until June or July. The pond needs to dry out for a month. Also, they will have to remove more dirt that originally anticipated. The board may need to move money from reserve to cover additional costs.

· The board debated when to get a new pool cover. This will cost around $8,000. The board is looking into the option of draining pools after swim season to fix the drains, and filling them with water. A new pool cover could be installed after the 2010 New Year and budget. 

· New Business


· The board reviewed the 2009 budget. It will adjust the budget to move money to clubhouse renovations.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, March 9 at 7:00.
