BHL Board Meeting Minutes

January 19, 2008 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and Member-At-Large Scotti Madison. Also attending were AIO representative Denise Hindes, and Social Committee Chairman Danny Kehoe.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· The board met with Danny Kehoe, the new Social Committee Chairman. Danny has graciously agreed to fill this important role for the upcoming year. He shared with the board his ideas for special events throughout the year. They include a March Madness basketball party for the end of March, Casino Night in May, possible cooking demonstrations, Screen on the Green for the summer, and Men’s Poker. The board is hoping that more people will become social active with the community by participating in adult events.


· President Don Bisges brought up the planned Casino Night party in May. The party was a big hit last year. He suggested that each couple be charged $25 to cover party expenses. Member-At-Large Scotti Madison offered to donate a weekend at his beach house as one of the prizes. 

· Old Business


· Rebecca Smith from Splash Management agreed to charge the same amount on the pool contract as last year, $22,000.


· Steve’s Painting would come back in February to finish staining the clubhouse porch. The painting company needed consecutive warmer and dryer days to finish their work.
· Richard Allen from Dreamscapes is very close to getting a license to dredge the silt pond. The next hurdle is the weather. Richard told President Don Bisges that it needs to be dry for at least ten days before he can start. Cobb County has requested that the silt be hauled away. 

· Richard Allen for Dreamscapes submitted a bid of $23,000 for next year’s Landscaping contract. President Don Bisges would like to sign a contract on March 1. Richard will maintain the silt pond as part of the contract.

· President Don Bisges told the board that more electrical outlets need to be installed around the bar. Resident Chris Carter, an electrician who lives in the neighborhood can do the work for $1300. 


· Because of recent crime at the parking lot, President Don Bisges recommended that security cameras be installed on the light posts, and at the clubhouse. He suggested that signs be posted that read:
· Facilities for Homeowner Use Only

· No Loitering

· Monitored by Cameras


· Vice President Nancy Ciervo will speak with Tennis Coordinator Bob Koon about collecting $25 per season from each non - resident tennis player.

· President Don Bisges told the board that the pool needs a new pool cover by next September. This will cost about $8000.

· New Business


· The board would like to hire a new teenager to empty the trash cans around the neighborhood. Secretary Nancy O’Reilly will ask Michael Ozeryansky, BHL website administrator, if he would like the job. The board will pay him $20 each time he empties the trash. 
· ACC Issues/Approvals


· A resident has filed a request to extend their driveway to accommodate a third car. AIO Representative Denise Hindes will check the property to make sure owners don’t cut down any large trees.

· A resident, who has moved away, needs to remove unsightly stumps. AIO will contact the owners and make sure they do this or a lien will be placed on their property.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, Feb. 9 at 7:00.
