BHL Board Meeting Minutes

June 8, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Brian Monson, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, Member-At-Large Scotti Madison and AIO Representative Denise Hindes.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· President Don Bisges spoke about the West Cobb Neighborhood Association. This new, non-profit organization brings together several West Cobb subdivisions who share a common vision and interest in the community. The association will provide general information shared on HOA issues, set up buying power and referrals, discuss legal issues affecting neighborhoods, and become a local political influence.

· Old Business


· The board discussed fixing the main pool to be in compliance with the Virginia Baker Law. Treasurer Brian Monson said that he would contact Tom Cheatam, a professional pool engineer.


· President Don Bisges would like to order an outdoor shower for the volleyball area. It will cost $60. The board approved this expense.


· The board approved installing Wi Fi at the pool at a cost of $65 per month for the first year.


· The silt pond dredging in on hold until dry weather. It is currently scheduled to begin later this summer.


· New Business


· President Don Bisges mentioned that Brown’s Farm subdivision converted their pool to salt water. He said that BHL should consider converting too. It would be less expensive to maintain the pool.
 

· The board discussed using colored wrist bands for the next pool season. Guests would use a different color than residents, and would be charged $2 to enter pool. Life guards could easily identify who is allowed at the pool.


· The board requests bids for a new pool cover.


· Member-At-Large Scotti Madison will look into having only two trash companies coming through BHL.


· ACC Issues/Approvals

· A neighbor has an issue with the fence at 5194 Catalpa Knoll. They think it was installed backwards. AIO Representative Denise Hindes said that it is a ranch rail, and it is installed correctly. She thinks the mesh wire is installed on the wrong side, and will check to verify.

· Now that the drought has ended, 5356 Thornapple Lane needs to complete their landscape plans around their fence.

· AIO Representative Denise Hindes told the board that five properties are on the late dues list. Homeowners can not use amenities until they are paid up. They will be sent a letter if they are caught using the pool.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, August 10 at 7:00.
