BHL Board Meeting Minutes

March 10, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Brian Monson, Member at Large Scotti Madison, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and AIO Representative Denise Hindes.
· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· The board met with Rebecca Smith from Splash Management. Rebecca told the board that the two pools had to be retrofitted with new grates to be in compliance with the federally mandated Virginia Graeme Baker (VGB) Act

· Rebecca Smith said that it would be easy to retrofit the baby pool, but the main pool was complicated. She recommended that the board contact Tom Cheatam, a professional pool engineer. Part of the problem is that the pool was built on top of a spring. 

· Although it is a federal mandate, it is up to the county to enforce the law. The board discussed how to proceed. They decided to go ahead and fix the baby pool before the pool season opened. Rebecca would provide a quote, and AIO would look into getting another one. 


· Rebecca Smith also told the board that they needed a new cover for the main pool after this swim season. The current cover has a lot of tears and is not safe. The cost is roughly $8000. The board would like to coordinate fixing the main pool and getting a new cover. They are considering forgoing the cover after the swim season for the fall and winter months until the pool is drained. Rebecca said that it would cost $700 a month to maintain the pool without the cover.


· Old Business


· President Don Bisges requested that the team tennis captains collect money for the non resident members ASAP. The cost is $25 a season with a cap of $75 for the year.

· Suzanne Haynie has submitted a quote for $575 for a private property sign for the front entrance.

· New Business


· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly asked if board members could get a reduced rate to rent out the clubhouse. The board decided to allow each member one free rental per year.


· President Don Bisges asked AIO to refrain from sending out violation letters in the winter months for pine straw and painting. AIO Representative Denise Hindes said that they would skip January and February and resume in March.


· AIO Representative Denise Hindes told the board that she sent a letter to a homeowner that always parks their truck on Thornapple Lane. President Don Bisges wondered if homeowner was trying to slow down speeding traffic down the hill.


· AIO Representative Denise Hindes reviewed pending law suits on four properties. She said that it costs $500 to go into a suit, and $270 to place a lien. The board could collect money on a lien if the homeowner sells the house.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, April 13 at 7:00.
