BHL Board Meeting Minutes

November 9, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, Member-At-Large Scotti Madison, AIO Representatives Denise Hindes and Ruann Bunker, and more than a dozen Residents. 

· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· Residents who signed a letter requesting to dismantle the walking trails were invited to this board meeting. President Don Bisges welcomed the Residents and explained that the board was obligated by law to fix the trails in the neighborhood. They are considered an amenity. The $100 one time assessment would be used to fix the paths, and cover costs associate with fixing the drains in the main pool.


· AIO Representative Denise Hindes read a letter from BHL lawyer Michael Rome Esq. She explained that an “easement” running through private property is classified as common property. By law, the easements or trails need to be maintained by the Homeowners’ Association. The neighborhood is liable for the easements/trails and homeowners are liable for areas off the trails and on their property.


· A couple of Residents brought up problems associated with the trails, such as children playing in the creek. Member-At-Large Scotti Madison told them that you should confront trespassing children and intruders and tell them to leave. Another Resident mentioned that if you see trespassers and they are doing something illegal, you should call the police. 


· President Don Bisges asked the Residents how the board could help them deal with problems on the trails. Member-At-Large Scotti Madison mentioned that he and Don would gladly confront intruders if the homeowners were reluctant. A Resident thought that rules for using the trails should be posted at the head of ones running through private property.


· AIO Representative Denise Hindes mentioned that you need to have rules posted, such as “trails closed after dark” or “no loitering” to legally prosecute outside intruders. President Don Bisges asked the Residents to come up with a list of rules for the new signs. The board would try and install them before the holidays.  

· Old Business


· Dreamscapes is currently dredging the retention pond.

· The board is considering getting rid of one of the life guard chairs and refurnishing the other at the main pool.

· ACC Issues/Approvals

· Five properties have liens.


· Residents at 1460 Firethorn Lake would like approval to pave a second driveway coming off their side basement doors. The board did not approve this request. This property can not accommodate a second driveway, and all driveways have to connect to a garage, not a side door.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, December 14 at 7:00.
