BHL Board Meeting Minutes

October 12, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Brian Monson, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, Member-At-Large Scotti Madison, AIO Representative Denise Hindes, Rebecca Smith from Splash Management and a Resident. 

· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· Rebecca Smith spoke about draining and filling the main pool, fixing the drains and installing new grates. The board approved her bid of $6950 to fix the pool to be in compliance with the Virginia Baker Law. Rebecca will start repairs once the weather is dry.


· Rebecca Smith estimates that it will cost approx. $20,000 to convert the main pool to salt water, and advised the board against the conversion.


· The board approved her bid of $8,715 to install a new custom mesh pool cover for the main pool. This money will come out of the 2010 budget.


· Rebecca Smith recommended that a new motor for the baby pool pump be ordered in the spring.


· A Resident met with the board to discuss his violation letter about his split rail fence. He wasn’t sure how it was in violation. AIO Representative Denise Hindes explained that he needed to plant shurbs in front of the fence facing the street. He agreed to do this.

· Old Business


· Dreamscapes is currently dredging the retention pond.

· The board would like to replace the old life guard chairs at the big pool. Eagle Custom Outfitters submitted a quote of $1262 to refurbish the existing chairs. AIO will find out if any other neighborhoods are getting rid of their chairs.

· New Business


· The board approved a one time assessment of $100 per homeowner to repair the walking trails and cover the pool drain repairs. AIO will send out a letter, and the dues are due by Dec. 1st.




· The board would like to publish a newsletter as soon as possible to explain the one time assessment among other news. Secretary Nancy O’Reilly offered to take over the newsletter publication.


· AIO Representative Denise Hindes will contact a roofing company to look at the Clubhouse roof. A new leak appeared after the devastating flood of September 21. 


· The board received a bid of $13,000 from Dan Buehler Construction to rebuild the walking trails. Dreamscapes will submit a bid, and AIO will request a bid from RGS Landscaping.

· President Don Bisges would like to install a timer for the tennis court lights, and additional cameras for the parking lot. The items will be held off until 2010.

· ACC Issues/Approvals

· Five properties have liens.


· Residents at 5192 Catalpa Knoll are unhappy with the board’s decision not to make their neighbor plant shrubs in front of their fence, facing their side property. AIO Representative Denise Hindes will send them a letter as to why this is not possible. 

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, November 9 at 7:00.
