BHL Board Meeting Minutes

September 14, 2009 7:00 pm.

The meeting was held at BHL clubhouse. Board members attending were President Don Bisges, Vice President Nancy Ciervo, Treasurer Brian Monson, Secretary Nancy O’Reilly, and AIO Representative Denise Hindes. 

· The minutes of the previous board meeting were approved.


· AIO Representative Denise Hindes stated that BHL had in excess of $5,000 in the budget.
  
· President Don Bisges spoke about the West Cobb Neighborhood Association. They meet the fourth Wednesday of each month. He asked if anyone knew the homeowner presidents in some surrounding neighborhoods.

· Old Business


· After acquiring a new permit, Dreamscapes was given the go ahead from Cobb County to dredge the retention pond.

· The board approved of appropriating $550 to Splash Management to study the drain problems in the big pool. The board is actively perusing compliance with the Virginia Baker Law.

· The board will receive as quote from Splash Management to convert the big pool to salt water.

· Secretary Nancy O’Reilly will contact Atlantis Plumbing about upgrading the pool pump room pipes, and request a quote for installing a faucet and cement pad for a seasonal outdoor shower.

· The board received two bids from Green Acres Pool & Spa and Splash Management for a new pool cover. Green Acres has quoted $8,200 including installation, and Splash Management has quoted $8,717 including installation.


· The board would like to replace the old life guard chairs at the big pool. Eagle Custom Outfitters submitted a quote of $1262 to refurbish the existing chairs. AIO will find out if any other neighborhoods are getting rid of their chairs.

· New Business


· President Don Bisges spoke about converting to a one day trash pickup. He suggested that the board receive three bids that included recycling. He would like to bring it to a vote during the next annual homeowner’s meeting scheduled for December 9th.

· ACC Issues/Approvals

· Five properties have liens.

· 5371 Whitaker Trail has submitted a proposal to remove 20 trees. They are mostly pine trees, and five Bradford pears. The board approved this request.


· 1378 Peppergrass Trail has submitted a request to remove some pine trees. The board approved this request, but wants the homeowner to mulch around the left side of house, where Bradford pears were recently removed.


· 1357 Peppergrass Trail needs to remove the tree stump in their front yard.

· The board agreed to meet on Monday, October 12 at 7:00.
