The pool opening is right around the corner and in order to 
create an enjoyable atmosphere at the facilities for BHL 
members and their guests, we will be issuing wristbands to 
all homeowners in good standing.

Wristbands will be checked by the gate worker 
and lifeguards. All residents must sign in at the gate. YOU

You may pick up your wristbands for your family at the pool  
on the weekend of May 14 - 15 from 12 - 5, or from the 
gate/concession worker after that. Daily wristbands will be 
issued for guests who are signed in by a resident. BHL 
families are limited to 4 guests per household 
(unaccompanied BHL minors are allowed 2 guests). If you 
have a special circumstance, please discuss with the gate 
worker so they can contact a Board member on call. Lost 
wristbands will cost $20 to replace.
